Board of Director’s Meeting

7 November 2009 - Columbia, Tennessee

The Board of Director’s meeting was called to order by President Dick Preston. A quorum was determined to be present. The minutes of the 2009 spring meeting in Nashville were read and approved.

The BOD elected the following: Tony King (Knoxville) as Vice-President for east Tennessee; Donna Ward (east), Steve Routledge (middle) and Larry Routledge (east) as Director’s-at-Large. Chuck Nicholson was re-elected as Curator.

Secretary of the Bird Records Committee, Dean Edwards (Knoxville), reported on recent actions of the Committee. John Henderson’s term on the Committee has been completed and Michael C. Todd (at-Large) was appointed to the Committee. 

Amy Potter (Nashville), Van Harris (Memphis) and Danny Gaddy (Chattanooga) were appointed to the Nominating Committee.
