The Tennessee Ornithological Society is an
independent, nonprofit, educational
scientific organization devoted to the
enjoyment, scientific study, and conservation
of birds.

Its purpose is to provide a permanent
record for bird observations, including the
occurrence of rare and unusual birds. The
journal regularly features articles about study
projects and findings and allows members
across the state to be acquainted with each
other’s work.
