(look for Morning Star Church, then look for the sign for
Lambert Acres, and Tuck. Pk is the next right). Take the first
left onto Lee Lambert Rd. Follow the road as it turns and
curves until you see White's Mill Rd on your left. The refuge
will be on the left, just past the remains of the old mill.

McClung Museum on the Knoxville campus of the Uni-
versity of Tennessee, has gone to the birds........ Really!

McClung has two exhibits of interest to birders. One exhibit
features 18th and early 19th century naturalists’ prints
owned by the museum. They are on display to celebrate the
Great Smoky Mountains National Park’s 75th anniversary.
The other exhibit is of 60 original modern works from
around the world, showing us how the artists see the birds
that are presented in their works. The “Birds of the Smok-
ies, The Art of Catesby, Wilson, and Audubon” Exhibit
provides an opportunity to see the highly detailed, scientific
illustrations of early adventurers and naturalists who pro-
vided images and descriptions of the natural wonders of
the remote region of the southeastern highlands. Catesby
and Wilson are not as well known as Audubon, but are
important naturalists/artists in their own rights. Many of the
species found in the park today are represented in the
exhibit, offering us a chance to study in detail and at close
range the birds that sometimes fly too quickly. The exhibit
runs through December 31, 2009.

“Birds in Art” features the work of modern artists whose
subjects are birds from around the world. Paintings, sculp-
tures, prints, mixed media, and drawings by the talented
artists represented in this exhibit ask to use our imagina-
tions in seeing the birds represented as the artists them-
selves used both realism and imagination to create the
works. The wide variety of media, birds, and approach to
representing birds gives an opportunity to think about how
we view birds, how human actions impact birds, and how
human emotions interpret the values we put on birds. The
artists give us some humorous, insightful, and beautiful
interpretations of how they see birds. This exhibit runs
through August 16, 2009 and is a traveling exhibit from the
Woodson Art Museum in Wausau, Wisconsin whose mis-
sion is to collect and present art of the natural world with
birds as the primary or secondary focus.

McClung Museum is free and open Monday through Satur-
day 9 to 5 and Sunday from 1 to 5. Free parking is available
by getting a pass from the parking booth on Circle Park.
